About 76 percent of Colorado’s children 
entering kindergarten are up to date on 
their immunizations, but vaccine 
preventable diseases are still around.  In 
2005 in Colorado, there were 1,414 cases 
of pertussis (whooping cough), a disease 
that is especially serious in babies.  In 
2005, there were 66 cases of pertussis in El 
Paso County. Make sure you start your 
baby on his or her shots by 2 months of 
age and get shots on time, every time.
